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 Change is the law of nature.  Society is not at all a static phenomenon, but it is a dynamic 

entity subject to constant changes.  If the direction of change is positive it may be called 

development.  Social condictions demand change seeking transformation in the form of 

develoment.  Sometimes changes in the condition of people may call for new initiatives in the 

form of law or public opinion.  Changes in segmental divisions of society such as women, youth 

or marginalised may require empowerment.  Empowerment as an issue finds place when change 

is required to generate empowerment.  At the same time empowerment can be conceived as a 

tool for initiating change.  This research centre is intended to focus on development resulting 

from change or empowement.   
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
